School Year

The energy among staff and stu-
dents has really been something
special this year, and everyone
responded very enthusiastically to
our focus on Teaching and Learn-
ing and working together to keep
the building clean, reflecting our
pride in being a Bow Falcon.

Zealand Consensus

Bow High School has the honor of be-
ing the only US school invited to at-
tend the Zealand Consensus, a confer-
ence leading up to the UN Climate
Summit in Copenhagen, Denmark in
December. Bow has a ten-student
delegation of juniors and seniors who
have been working through the sum-
mer in preparation. Students are con-

ducting experiments and research,
and meeting with environmental

and political leaders. Each student

with students from around the
world in order to prepare a presen-
tation for the decision makers of the
world at COP15, Copenhagen 2009.

In preparation for the conference,
our delegation traveled to Washing-
ton DC on October 7-9, 2009 to
speak with environmental special-
ists and political leaders. The stu-
dents worked together to navigate
both the metro and a plethora of
opinions. In one interview, we
would hear that nuclear was the
answer to all of our energy problems
and in the next, that nuclear was a
Pandora's Box. The students did a
terrific job trying to press past the
"political" talk, in order to get a real
answer - sometimes it even worked!
Our hosts were very generous. We
were able to sit down with legisla-
tive assistants for Congressman Ho-
des and Senator Gregg and with
members of the White House Coun-
cil for Environmental Quality and
The National Resources Defense
Committee. Most notably, Senator
Shaheen not only spoke with us, she
personally escorted us through the
Capitol subway system and made
certain that we got into the Senate
Gallery. (Attached is a copy of the
picture Senator Shaheen arranged

with us on the steps of
the Capitol Building.)

Upon our return, the
delegation's work will
continue. Students will
be completing individual
projects ranging from
organizing a Model UN
Environmental Summit,

to making biofuel out of
algae, to investigating
the feasibility of nuclear
energy. Additionally,
the group will create
and share a presenta-
tion of the entire experi-
ence and findings with
the community.
